Requirements for nomination:

· Evidence of outstanding teaching, professionalism, and service in English language arts
· Current employment as a full time teacher
· At least five years of service teaching in Arkansas schools
· Availability to accept the award at the ACTELA Fall luncheon
Note: Current ACTELA Board members are not eligible.
Application:  Nominees will submit a narrative application that includes the following documents:
· Résumé
· Detail of achievements in teaching, service, philosophy of education, and professionalism 
Note:  Do not include documentation, or artifacts.  Judges will request documentation later. 
Judging:  
· Teaching:  innovations, successes, honors
· Professionalism:  research, study, publication, membership and participation in professional organizations, honors
· Service:  school, community, state, nation

Levels of Awards:  Elementary (K-4) – Middle School (5-8) – Secondary (9-12) – College
Deadlines:  Nomination letters should be received no later than September 15.
